Go and Make Disciples 

By Personal Correspondence, E-mail, Phone Calls 
 No doubt all of us have unsaved relatives, friends, and business acquaintances 

with whom we stay in close contact. Vital truths from the Bible can be placed in a per-

sonal letter, an e-mail, a texting message or a cell or land phone call. Encouragement 

can be extended in a kind, gentle way. “I am praying for you to become a Christian or 

return to what you have vacated” can many times touch a chord of receptive interest. 

The intended impact may well be, “This person is interested in my soul and my going 

home to heaven in the next world.” Appropriate Scriptures can be inserted into these 

contacts such as Genesis 31:49; Numbers 6:24-26; Isaiah 1:18; Micah 6:8; Matthew 

7:13-14, 21-27; Hebrews 5:8-9 and Revelation 22:14. To a person not yet a Christian 

there can be a request for the recipient to read Matthew 28:18-20; Mark 16:15-16; 

Luke 24:47; Acts 2, 8, 9, 10, 16, 22 and 26. For a person who needs to be restored, one 

may suggest a longer work such as Galatians, Hebrews or Revelation 2-3. For one 

deep in sorrow one may suggest Psalm 23, 46 or 119. For one coming out of sin back 

into God’s grace again one may suggest Psalm 51 and 32. For couples facing marital 

problems one may suggest Matthew 19:3-9; 1 Corinthians 7; Ephesians 5:22-33; He-

brews 13:4 and 1 Peter 3:1-7. These foregoing passages are capable of rekindling a 

dying love for a spouse and for the great bridegroom at God’s right hand-the Christ.

By Open Forums (Questions and Answers) 
 Men like Lipscomb, Sewell, Gus Nichols, Guy N. Woods, Noel Merideth, and 

Thomas Warren have excelled in such. Alan Highers, Garland Elkins, Keith Mosher, 

Gary Colley and others of like precious faith and knowledge are still excelling in an-

swering questions interested people are asking. False religions can be unmasked by 

such. False plans of salvation can be refuted by such. “What must I do to be saved” 

and “what must I do to remain saved” have been infused into many Open Forum pro-

grams. By means of the internet an interested outsider can send a troubling question to 

the teacher and get an answer back within the hour. 

 In addition to Open Forums at our lectureships, many of us have had a short 

question and answer session at the end of sermons in a gospel meeting. There have 

been times when I have done this that so many questions would be turned in that I 

would take a whole sermon and just deal with written questions submitted. Brother 

Guy N. Woods was a master in this. He has been my mentor and model in this type of 

religious impartation of biblical truth for many years. 

 

Go and Make Disciples By Extending  

the Gospel plan of Salvation at Every Service 
 I have made this a habit Sunday morning, evening, Wednesday evening, and in 

every sermon of a gospel meeting for some 59 years dating back to 1949. I am too old

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Go and Make Disciples (continued from page 1) 

to change that good habit! The elders at Ripley, Ten-

nessee, where I have preached for more than 34 years, 

have a policy that the gospel plan of salvation in full be 

given at EVERY service. They have never had to re-

mind me of this in the almost 35 years I have preached 

there. We have had to tell a few visiting preachers, not 

many, to do this. It makes us wonder what they do 

when they are at home and why elders are not more 

concerned about this dereliction. An outsider should 

never leave ANY of our services without learning what 

to do to be saved. Some years ago the following hap-

pened at Ripley, Tennessee. The man in the pulpit did 

not give the gospel plan of salvation and had to be re-

minded to do so the rest of the meeting. Later, in a 

business meeting one of our elders said, “Man A, an 

outsider that night,  needed to know of  salvation as you  

have since done in this meeting.” One man told me. “I 

have not heard it given in nearly a dozen years where I 

attend.” I asked if they had elders and they did. How 

can elders be so derelict in matters of such gravity? 
 

Go and Make Disciples 

By Being an Example to Others 
 Paul told the Corinthian people that they were 

an epistle known and read of all men (2 Cor. 3:2). We 

have the gospel records according to Matthew, Mark, 

Luke and John-89 chapters. How does the gospel read 

according to you and me? Many will never read the 

Bible, but they will read our words, deeds, where we 

go, and where we do not go. Jesus wants us to be the 

salt of the earth and light of the world (Matt. 5:13-16). 

Paul, an amazing man, was an example to the Corin-

thians and Philippians (1 Cor. 11:1; Phil. 3:17). He is-

sued strict instructions for Timothy and Titus to be ex-

amples (1 Tim. 4:12; Titus 2:7-8). There is dynamic 

power in a good example (Acts 20:20, 35). 
 

Conclusion 
 We are to go; we are to make disciples; we 

must not be derelict with such clear commands-such 

demanded duties.
